Farm Stock / Antique Tractor Pull Rules

Antique Tractor Classes – 4000#, 5000#, 6000#, 7000#, 8000#
                                           Double Hitch classes – 4000# - 5000# - 6000# - 7000#

Farm Stock Classes – 10000# - 12000# - 14000# - Open

June pulls – Antique Tractor & Farm Stock Classes

Fair pulls – Antique Tractors Only – No Farm Stock
1. SAFETY – Safety is the utmost concern with all persons involved. Watch out for spectators, children and other pullers at all times. No alcoholic beverages or fuels allowed.
All drivers are responsible for reading the rules and understanding them. Please ask for rules before you pull and ask questions if you do not understand them. 
Absolutely no riders!!! 

MICHIGAN RULE – you must have fenders on rear wheels of tractor.

2. HOOK FEES & RULES – 
a. Hook fee of $15.00 per hook. Double Hitch hook fee – Each driver pays $15.00 hook fee

b. Pay out: 1st - $50.00    2nd - $35.00    3rd - $25.00

c. Double Hitch classes must be registered by 10:00 a.m. for the June & Fair pulls. NO entries will be taken after 10:00 a.m. 

d. You will be allowed to pull the tractor twice per class with the same or different driver as long as each hook is paid. The tractor can only place once per class to discourage “Tractor domination”. 
e. Tractor can only be allowed 3 hooks and jump one weight class.

f. Hook point on the hitches must extend minimum 18 inches behind center of rear axle. Maximum hitch height is 18 inches from ground. “D” rings and twisted clevises are allowed. Anyone using straight clevis, the hitch height will be measured to the center of the curve of the clevis. There must be 3.5” opening for hook. Hitch support must be in stock location. There will be no alteration of the hitch support and the hitch must be solid and locked into position. Exception for wear will be considered
3. TRACTORS – 

a. All pulling tractors must be 1967 and older or the first date of manufacture for that series. Farm stock tractors are to be of general farm type with absolutely no alterations of any kind. Tractors must be of stock field-workable machines. Tractors must have stock air cleaner, hood, fuel tank, battery location and wheels. Exception of which is the weights. Exhaust must extend above hood or below according to stock configuration.
b. Engines must be stock block, naturally aspirated gas, propane or diesel only. NO fuels containing ethanol higher than 15%. NO oxygenated fuel like Q16 No Methanol!
c. Tires size is limited to farm tractor type. No radials. No cut, ground, spun or dressed tires are allowed. Rims must be size recommended by tire manufacturer for the size of the tire being used. MAX. Tire size, 0-5000# 170 sq. in. max.; 5001 - 6000# 229 sq. in. max.; 6001-7000# 284 sq. in. max.; 7001-8000# 300 sq. in. max. Tire size recommended for tractor is preferred.
d. Tractors must use rear wheels and front wheels that are similar in type as specified in parts book. If cast wheels were standard and pressed was not, then cast must be used. Spoke wheels that were originally steel wheels cut and made for rubber tires will be accepted.

e. Weights of bolt-on type to either the front or back wheels. Weights can be made. Weights must be round and made of metal. Any recognized wheel weight from any make of tractor can be used. Hanging weight is allowed. All weights cannot extend any further forward than 24” in front of frame of tractor. Weights cannot extends any further that the further most radius of the rear tire as measured parallel with the ground. Weights must be secured to tractor with bolts, threaded rod, or straps to the hanging weights. Any part of tractor or weight falling off when pulling will result in disqualification. No concrete weights allowed. Liquid ballast is allowed. Frame weights are allowed if offered in parts book. Frame weights can be made & must look and attach like factory original.
f. No removal of parts will be allowed at the pull. If the PTO or Hydraulic systems are removed, must have the factory steel covers in place.
4. Division Classes – Weight divisions will vary from 4000# - 8000# depending on the amount and weights of tractors that will show up. We have the right to limit the hooks per class and amount of classes for time reasons. 

5. Torque amplifiers – If your tractor is equipped with a TA, it cannot be shifted during the act of pulling.

6. Front Safety Chain – There will be a front safety chain used in ALL classes. A magnet with a hook will be provided and placed on the tractor near the front wheels. The end of the safety chain will be an 18” long rod that will lay flat on the grounds with the chain tight. In the act of pulling that the end of the rod leaves the ground, you will be red flagged and the distance will be taken at the point of flagging. If you do not stop, your hook will be disqualified.
7. RPM limits – RPM’s must be stock within a 10% margin of error. A chart will be attached with the rules. All tractors are subject to random RPM check after they pull or when protested by another puller in the same class. If you are over, you will be disqualified. All tractors must have working governor. Direct throttles will not be allowed.
8. Driver Requirements – Minimum driver’s age is 14 years old. Drivers between ages 14-18 years must have written parental/guardian permission to pull. 

No more than two drivers per tractor per class. 

Driver must have one hand on the steering wheel at all times. 

Driver must stay in the seat during the act of pulling.

Driver must look at the flagman for signals.

Tractor will be red flagged when forward motion is stopped. Example: when tire on sled stops forward motion. 

Driver must not jerk the sled at the start of the pull.

ABSOLUTELY no bouncing in seat when pulling!!
9. Track Rules – Left and Right out of bounds will be established at the drivers meeting. If any tire of the tractor touches or goes out of bounds, you will be disqualified.

There is no 25 ft. restart rule unless there are holes at starting line.

The first puller must accept the hook and cannot turn it down.

Speed limit when pulling is 3 MPH.

You are allowed unlimited warning horns up to a certain point on the track marked by pylons.

This length will be 55 ft. This measurement is the distance from the starting point of the sled. The Flagman will be standing in front of the respective pylon until the front of the tractor passes and then horn will be in effect. If the speed horn blows after the pylon, you will be disqualified for speeding.
You are required to pull in first gear, low range ONLY!!!!
10. Protest Procedure – Any driver wishing to protest a tractor, must be in the same class. The protester must ask a pull official to look at the subject tractor for a ruling. RPM’s, hitch height and fuel are things that can be checked according to rules. If it is a part on a tractor, you must provide it according to a parts book or factory documentation. Common general knowledge between pull officials can also be used.

If there is a participant or spectator that has a disagreement, the pull officials will settle the point. If there is further disagreement or harassment, incompatible people will be asked to leave without compensation by the pull officials.
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
